He claimed that his wife did not fully submit to him 
after all he has done for her. He then quoted
Ephesians 5:22-24: [22] Wives, submit to your own 
husbands, as to the Lord. [23] For the husband is 
the head of the wife even as Christ is the head of
the church, his body, and is himself its Savior. [24] 
Now as the church submits to Christ, so also wives 
should submit in everything to their husbands.
(ESV) T said he was feeling lost and asked me if he 
had interpreted Ephesians 5:22-24 correctly.
I replied, “Yes, you have interpreted Ephesians 
5:22-24 correctly. But let’s look at the second part
