1 John 1:8 If we claim to be without sin, we 
deceive ourselves and the truth is not in us. 9 
If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just 
and will forgive us our sins and purify us from 
all unrighteousness. 10 If we claim we have 
not sinned, we make him out to be a liar and 
his word is not in us.

Walking in the light is not perfection but continuous repentance



1 John 2:9-11 9 Anyone who claims to be in 
the light but hates a brother or sister is still in 
the darkness. 10 Anyone who loves their 
brother and sister lives in the light, and there 
is nothing in them to make them stumble. 11 
But anyone who hates a brother or sister is in 
the darkness and walks around in the 
darkness. They do not know where they are 
going, because the darkness has blinded them.
