Moralistic Behaviour change

Behaviour is modified by self interest

Morality change to win salvation or self respect
Using God for blessing or to feel virtuous

Doing good for self not God’s sake

Restrain certain behaviours but does not change heart




Moralistic behavior change simply manipulates and leverages
radical selfishness without challenging it. It tries to use that
selfishness against itself by appealing to fear and pride. But while
this may have some success in restraining the heart’s self-
centeredness, it does absolutely nothing to change it. Indeed, it
only confirms its power.
