primary and authoritative witnesses, in fulfilment of 

His promise. The church as secondary witnesses

3. Inauguration of the new era of the Spirit

4. First revival ..deep conviction of sin ,3,000 

conversions ,widespread sense of awe

ACTS 2

Acts 2:4 ESV And they were all filled with the Holy 

Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the 

Spirit gave them utterance

10.And how is it that we hear, each of us in his own 

native language? ..11 both Jews and proselytes, 

Cretans and Arabians—we hear them telling in our 

own tongues the mighty works of God



1 CORINTHIANS 14:13-16 ESV

Therefore, one who speaks in a tongue should pray that he 

may interpret. 14 For if I pray in a tongue, my spirit prays 

but my mind is unfruitful. 15 What am I to do? I will pray 

with my spirit, but I will pray with my mind also; I will sing 

praise with my spirit, but I will sing with my mind also. 16 

Otherwise, if you give thanks with your spirit, how can 

anyone in the position of an outsider say “Amen” to your 

thanksgiving when he does not know what you are saying

A person who has received an initial filling 

of the Spirit can have repeated fresh 

subsequent filling to empower them for a 

specific task



PETER

Acts 4:7-9 ESV And when they had set them in the 

midst, they inquired, “By what power or by what 

name did you do this?” 8 Then Peter, filled with the 

Holy Spirit, said to them, “Rulers of the people and 

elders, 9 if we are being examined today concerning 

a good deed done to a crippled man, by what means 

this man has been healed



Acts 4:31 ESV And when they had prayed, the place in 

which they were gathered together was shaken, and 

they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and continued 

to speak the word of God with boldness

GENTILE CONVERSION-SINGLE STAGE

Acts 10:44-48 (ESV)While Peter was still saying these things, the Holy 

Spirit fell on all who heard the word. 45 And the believers from 

among the circumcised who had come with Peter were amazed, 

because the gift of the Holy Spirit was poured out even on the 

Gentiles. 46 For they were hearing them speaking in tongues and 

extolling God. Then Peter declared, 47 “Can anyone withhold water 

for baptizing these people, who have received the Holy Spirit just as 

we have?” 48 And he commanded them to be baptized in the name of 

Jesus Christ. Then they asked him to remain for some days

Acts 9:17-19 (ESV) And laying 

his hands on him he said, 

“Brother Saul, the Lord Jesus who 

appeared to you on the road by 

which you came has sent me so 

that you may regain your sight 

and be filled with the Holy 

Spirit.” 18 And immediately 

something like scales fell from 

his eyes, and he regained his 

sight. Then he rose and was 

baptized; 19 and taking food, he 

was strengthened.

• There is no noun “ Baptism of the Holy Spirit “in the NT

• Baptism ----only used for the initial receiving of the 

Holy Spirit

• Filled with the HS can be used for the initial reception 

of the HS..baptism or subsequent filling again for 

empowerment



BAPTISM AS INITIAL EXPERIENCE NOT SUBSEQUENT

Acts 11:16-17 ESV And I remembered the word of the Lord, how 

he said, ‘John baptized with water, but you will be baptized with 

the Holy Spirit. ’ 17 If then God gave the same gift to them as he 

gave to us when we believed in the Lord Jesus Christ, who was I 

that I could stand in God's way

Acts 2:17 ESV“‘And in the last days it shall be, God declares,

 that I will pour out my Spirit on all flesh,

and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy

Peter speaking to the church of Jerusalem about Gentile Conversion



ALL CHRISTIANS HAVE THE SPIRIT

Acts 2:38 ESV “Repent and be baptized every one of 

you in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of 

your sins, and you will receive the gift of the Holy 

Spirit”

Romans 8:9 ESV  Anyone who does not have the Spirit 

of Christ does not belong to him



1 Corinthians 12:13 ESV  For in one Spirit we 

were all baptized into one body— Jews or 

Greeks, slaves or free—and all were made to 

drink of one Spirit

BAPTISM OF THE SPIRIT MUST MANIFEST TONGUES



SAMARITAN EXPERIENCE

Acts 8:14-17 ESV Now when the apostles at Jerusalem 

heard that Samaria had received the word of God, they 

sent to them Peter and John, 15 who came down and 

prayed for them that they might receive the Holy 

Spirit, 16 for he had not yet fallen on any of them, but 

they had only been baptized in the name of the Lord 

Jesus. 17 Then they laid their hands on them and they 

received the Holy Spirit



PAUL WAS NOT DESCRIBED AS SPEAKING 
IN TONGUES POST CONVERSION TOO

1 Corinthians 14:18-19 ESV I thank God that I speak in 

tongues more than all of you. 19 Nevertheless, in 

church I would rather speak five words with my mind 

in order to instruct others, than ten thousand words in 

a tongue

1 Corinthians 14:27-28 If any 

speak in a tongue, let there be 

only two or at most three, and 

each in turn, and let someone 

interpret. 28 But if there is no 

one to interpret, let each of 

them keep silent in church and 

speak to himself and to God



THERE IS AN IMPORTANT DIFFERENCE

PrescriptiveDescriptive

43 And awe came upon every soul, 

and many wonders and signs were 

being done through the apostles. 44 

And all who believed were together 

and had all things in common. 45 And 

they were selling their possessions 

and belongings and distributing the 

proceeds to all, as any had need

(Acts 2:42-45 ESV)

Each one must give as he has 

decided in his heart, not 

reluctantly or under 

compulsion, for God loves a 

cheerful giver

(2 Corinthians 9:7 ESV)



PAUL AND SILAS

Just sing a few songs





1 Corinthians 12:7-11 To each is given the manifestation of the 

Spirit for the common good. …..10 to another the working of 

miracles, to another prophecy, to another the ability to 

distinguish between spirits, to another various kinds of 

tongues, to another the interpretation of tongues. 11 All these 

are empowered by one and the same Spirit, who apportions to 

each one individually as he wills



ULTIMATE PURPOSE

Romans 1:4-6 (ESV) And was declared to be the 

Son of God in power according to the Spirit of 

holiness by his resurrection from the dead, Jesus 

Christ our Lord, 5 through whom we have received 

grace and apostleship to bring about the 

obedience of faith for the sake of his name among 

all the nations, 6 including you who are called to 

belong to Jesus Christ,
