What it means and what it does not mean

* To “cover” sin is to forgive it - forgiveness is associated with love

* Love covering sin is not sweeping matters under the rug.
 Some have appealed to the forgiving nature of love in their attempt to hide indiscretion.

* For example, rather than report child abuse, a church might cover it up. This is not what
true love does.

* Love protects by helping both the victim and the offender, and it also strives to prevent
further offenses.

* Love covering sin is not disregarding our own emotions or ignore our personal
boundaries.
 We cannot “cover” sin by denying that it hurt us.

* We cover sin by acknowledging it and then extending the forgiveness God has given us to
others.
