James 1:22-26

But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves. For if anyone is a
hearer of the word and not a doer, he is like a man observing his natural face in a mirror; for
he observes himself, goes away, and immediately forgets what kind of man he was. But he
who looks into the perfect law of liberty and continues in it, and is not a forgetful hearer but
a doer of the work, this one will be blessed in what he does.

If anyone among you thinks he is religious, and does not bridle his tongue but deceives his
own heart, this one’s religion is useless.

Takeaway

Case Study

Case 1 — Lack of Self-Reflection

Ang Uh Weh has been a very zealous Christian since her youth, always attending every church
camp and growing up to lead an LG group.

She has an excellent understanding of the Bible and is able to rightly divide the word of truth.
However, she does so only because she wants to know more than everyone else so that she
can be the “subject matter expert” (SME) for all things related to the Word of God.

She is also gifted with discernment and able to point out what other believers’ weaknesses
are and whether or not they are following the Scriptures.

There are times where she does things with dubious motives like taking church funds to buy
her own groceries, and then cites 1 Cor. 9. [In 1 Cor. 9:14b, “they which preach the gospel
should live of the gospel”. This effectively means that those who work in service for the Lord
should also be rewarded for their effort.]

Unfortunately, she is harsh with her own words to others, slow to hear, quick to speak, and
quick to anger. When pointed out about it by her LG members, she becomes defensive and
claims that she is being biblical in her righteous anger.
