 Ephesians 3:1-13 

 “For this reason I, Paul, the prisoner of Christ Jesus for you Gen�les— if indeed you have 
 heard of the dispensa�on of the grace of God which was given to me for you, how that by 
 revela�on He made known to me the mystery (as I have briefly wri�en already, by which, 
 when you read, you may understand my knowledge in the mystery of Christ), which in other 
 ages was not made known to the sons of men, as it has now been revealed by the Spirit to His 
 holy apostles and prophets: that the Gen�les should be fellow heirs, of the same body, and 
 partakers of His promise in Christ through the gospel, of which I became a minister according 
 to the gi� of the grace of God given to me by the effec�ve working of His power. 

 To me, who am less than the least of all the saints, this grace was given, that I should preach 
 among the Gen�les the unsearchable riches of Christ, and to make all see what is the 
 fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the ages has been hidden in God who 
 created all things through Jesus Christ; to the intent that now the manifold wisdom of God 
 might be made known by the church to the principali�es and powers in the heavenly places, 
 according to the eternal purpose which He accomplished in Christ Jesus our Lord, in whom we 
 have boldness and access with confidence through faith in Him. Therefore I ask that you do 
 not lose heart at my tribula�ons for you, which is your glory.”

In each instance, we are given an opportunity 
 to honour and glorify God. Share a recent example of this in your life.

 Case Study 

 Case 1 – Suffering 

 Bee Teh was a manager at the local Jaya Grocer supermarket and was a faithful Chris�an 
 serving ac�vely at the neighbourhood Bap�st church. He was on the board of deacons and 
 he led a life group. 

 Admi�edly he was not a perfect believer and would occasionally pilfer some goods from 
 the store and take it home for his family as he was the sole breadwinner. He reckoned the 
 store would not miss it anyway. 

 One day when there was an economic downturn he was suddenly retrenched. He went 
 through a period of great depression and personal bi�erness because he had trusted God 
 and God did not reciprocate. He was almost on the verge of suicide. 

 His pastor had always taught that a Chris�an would lead a victorious life and that all he had 
 to do was to claim the blessings. Some friends came by and told him it was because he was 
 stealing from the store, the angels saw it and this was divine retribu�on. Other friends said 
 that he was not serving enough in church.
